It was interesting to break down the number of Show Entries into colour Sections. There seems to be a 

preference among members for pink blooms which amounted to 32% of all entries. Red accounted for 25%; 

bi-colour 22% and white just 19%. Considering the longevity of the flowering period for many varieties which 

should have finished some time ago; the judges were wondering if that is a true reflection of what people are 

growing today or had the windy weather badly marked many white blooms? In our garden this month we took 

pictures of about 110 different Camellias. Of them, the percentages were: red, 27%; pink, 28%; white, 18% 

and bi-colour, 25% therefore it reflects a similar situation here.
