  OUR LONG HISTORY WITH CAMELLIAS                       BY FRAN AND ROB HACKETT 
My first recollection of camellias was when as a young girl one of my chores was to pick hundreds of camellias for 

sale to the local funeral director. Hardy red camellias were the preferred type for making into wreaths. I had to climb 

up into 100 year old trees that had been planted on the original selection of “Wollongbar”. It is believed that these 

plants had been sourced from Camden Park. 
My Aunt in Sydney had friends associated with 

Professor EG Waterhouse who kindly identified 

many of these camellias as well as blooms from 

other local gardens. Blooms identified included 

Prince Fredrick William, William Bull, Lady St 

Clare, Alba Plena, Fimbriata, Belliformis, Thompsonia 

, La Pace Rubra and Helenor.  Unfortunately this old 

garden no longer exists. However, I was able to 

grow cuttings from all of these trees and still have most 

of them in our garden. 
When we were married the wedding had to be in 

camellia season as there were many blooms 

utilized in the decorations, bouquets and shoulder 

sprays. I carried Fimbriata and my bridesmaids 

carried Prince Fredrick William. Our daughter 

also made camellias as a feature in her wedding 

and she also now has an extensive garden of 

camellias. 
Our love of camellias was boosted when we started visiting many stunning camellia shows in the Illawarra area, 

Sydney and Toowoomba.  Our favourites are the Reticulatas and we have added many retics and other species to 

our large garden near Alstonville.  We have visited many nurseries around the state and have planted hedges of 

Sasanquas and then Japonicas, Higos and hybrids that like our red soil and the shelter of cedar and other trees.  

Our long driveway shows off many of the 50 plus retics that we have added to our camellia collection over the years. 
Editor’s Note: Fran and Rob live between Lismore and Alstonville on the far north coast. As we have seen over the 

past few months, Fran has presented some truly beautiful blooms and I was pleased that she responded favourably 

to my request for a story.

Impact of Disasters and CV19 

This Year’s report will be somewhat affected by the impact that CV19 and the environmental crises have had on our 

Society. Many of our members are in the age and health categories that prevent them meeting in numbers. Our 

meeting and Show venues also cannot cope with the numbers of people who would attend and which were both 

closed during the crisis/pandemic. Over the past year material from our newsletter has featured in the Camellias 

Australia Journal as well as being distributed to the National President in the USA who then passes it to their affiliates. 

This has led to a friendly association with the Camellia Society of Oregon. 

Our Society has had to resort to Committee Meetings via “Zoom” and our monthly Bloom Competition has now taken 

an Online Format. Entries to the competition now come from a number of members who cannot normally attend our 

meeting due to their homes’ locations. The upgraded Newsletter has been our way of keeping in touch with all of our 

members as well as all of the other states’ societies who have a newsletter themselves. 

One aspect of the CV19 restrictions has been that the general public have spent more time in their own gardens and 

to keep them in good order some are purchasing product from our sponsor. This will enable us to make up the 

financial shortfall of the Cancelled Annual Show. 

How Have Members’ Gardens Coped with the Extremes of Weather? 

Some of our members in the Blue Mountains had their homes and gardens in real danger and were damaged during 

the extreme bushfire season. A number of members have seen specimens bloom for the first time this year following 

the drought and the substantial rains in March. This has certainly been the case in our garden where the sheer 

number of flowers on some shrubs has made a magnificent visual impact. 

Related Garden Reports 

As our Society is bound to “Eryldene” the home of Professor Waterhouse, we have noted the extreme impact of a 

major storm event last November. This brought down a number of significant trees and large branches of others, some 

of which caused damage to the house and study as well as a number of camellias. Some parts of the gardens and 

street frontage were declared unsafe and were fenced off from the public. Then CV19 struck and the whole precinct 

was locked down. Professionals were engaged to remedy some of the arboreal problems and the house is slowly 

returning to normal. Within the house, a program of restoration, including painting, has continued and the results are 

very pleasing. 

Our Society has had a long-standing relationship with Lisgar Garden, in Hornsby Shire (upper north shore of Sydney). 

This year the garden was nominated for the award of An International Camellia Garden of Excellence. Towards this end 

ICS nominated Tony Curry, from our Society and Anke Koschitz the ICS Director for Germany and Austria to inspect the 

garden for the possibility of the award being granted. Dr Stephen Utick has worked tirelessly on the project (by the way 

he is also a member of our Society) and it was a pleasure to see it all come to fruition recently. A number of our 

members and those from other societies made the trip of the Delegates and their partner/s a much fuller program 

while in Australia.

 A number of our past and present members and friends passed away earlier this year. They were: Dr Barbara Walker, 

Richard Fischer, Jim Lykos, Wai Davidson and one of the real personalities of the gardening world— Ben Swaine.
